Artificial Intelligence (Al) is reshaping the way we
live, work, and parent. This guide will help you
understand what Al is, how it affects your family, and
how to support your child in using it thoughtfully and
responsibly.

1. What is AlI?

Al (Artificial Intelligence) is when machines or
software perform tasks that normally require

human intelligence — like understanding language,
recognising faces, recommending content, or helping
with homework.

Examples:

o Virtual assistants (e.g. Siri, Alexa)

e YouTube or Netflix recommendations
e ChatGPT or other Al chatbots

e Educational apps with personalised learning

2. How young people Are Using Al

Children may interact with Al through:
e Homework helpers like ChatGPT or Khanmigo

e Games using smart non player characters (NPCs)
or Al-generated content

e Social media filters, suggestions, or chatbots

e Voice assistants like Alexa or Google Assistant

3. Benefits of Al for young people and Teens

e Learning Support: Helps with writing, maths, and
research

e Creativity Boost: Makes art, music, or stories

e Accessibility: Aids young people with learning
differences (text-to-speech, translation)

e Career Skills: Introduces coding, logic, and Al
ethics

4. Risks and Concerns

Be aware of:

e  Misinformation: Al may give incorrect or
biased answers

e  Privacy: Al tools may collect data on users

e Over-reliance: Young people might use Al instead of
thinking independently

e Inappropriate content: Al isn’t always filtered for
age-appropriateness

e Al-generated cheating: Essays or assignments
completed by Al
